Thank you to the many residents of Piedmont Lakes who took the time and interest 
to come to the annual budget meeting held October 19, 2006.  The Board and Pre-
mier Community Managers developed a financial budget for 2007 and, after careful 
scrutiny of each budget item, is very pleased to announce that the assessment in-
crease effective January 2007 was kept to only 5%!  The 2006 assessment is 
$82.69 per quarter — the 5% increase raise the 2007 assessment to $86.83 each    
quarter — a $4.14 per quarter increase.  The Board was originally requesting an 
increase to $95 per quarter ($12.31 increase), so this is very good news!   Each 
homeowner should have received their 2007 coupons by now.  If you have not re-
ceived yours, please call Mary at Premier.

Reminders from the Grounds Committee 

TREE TRIMMING:  The trees in the neighborhood that line our 
streets have matured to a height and fullness which need every 
homeowner's attention EVERY year, to keep them trimmed 8 ft. or 
more above the ground (especially the common areas between the 
sidewalk and the street, which are the responsibility of every home-
owner — not the City of Apopka — not the HOA.  This allows for 
the school buses and emergency vehicles to travel without delay (or 
danger) through the neighborhood when needed.  

STREET DRAINS:  Please do not blow leaves or trash off your 
yards into the streets or down the street drains.  Please blow them 
into a pile and bag them for pick up by the City of Apopka.  This 
keeps the streets cleaner and the drains free of clogs, so that the 
storm water run-off can flow through as they were designed to do.  
When the drains get clogged, the runoff will back up and lead to 
flooding. 

FOR RENT or FOR SALE SIGNS:  PLHOA Covenants & Restric-
tion do not allow House for Rent or House for Sale signs at the front 
entrances.  Only one sign is allowed for this purpose and is to be 
placed on your lawn. Signs placed at the entrances will be re-
moved.

Many of you have problems with the grass (or lack thereof) around the roots and under the oak trees lining our streets.  
There are a number of things that can be done to make those areas attractive.  Apply a fresh layer of top soil on the ar-
eas  surrounding the trees, over its roots and wherever there is no grass and plant some acid-loving ground cover plants, 
such as those listed below, or apply lime to the new layer of top soil to reduce the acidity of the area.  If you want to see 
some examples, drive through the neighborhood and take a peek —  
 
PEPEROMIA (Peperomia sp.) Grows to 8 inches. Prefers a moist, acid soil. Evergreen ground cover with a tropical look. 
                                                  It is brittle and will not tolerate foot traffic.  Cold tolerant.  Grows in full shade. 
 
PROSTRATE PETUNIA (Ruellia caroliniensis, sp.) Grows to a maximum 18 inches. Evergreen ground cover  with small  
                                                  purple flowers most of the year. Spreads by seed. Grows in full shade. 
 
SPIDERWORT (Trandescantia obiensis)  Grows to maximum of 18 inches. Quick spreading, fast growing evergreen  
                                                 ground cover with either white or blue flowers. Prefers moist site.  Grows in full shade. 
 
FLORIDA VIOLET (viola affinis and Viola primulifolia)  Grows to 6 inches.  Prefers moist, acid  soil. Spreads quickly by 
                                                 Seed. Blue or white flowers in spring.  Grows in full shade.   
 
BOSTON FERN (Nephrolepis exaltata)  Grown to 2-4 feet  in height.  Spreads quickly.  Evergreen fern for moist  
                                                 conditions.  Use as a ground cover, good for erosion on slopes.  Grows in full shade.   
             Other suggested ferns include holly, leatherleaf, and sword. 
 
OTHER SUGGESTIONS:  Basket grass, baby rubber plant, bear grass, confederate jasmine, bromeliads, English ivy 
and creeping junipers.

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Automated Household Trash and Recycling Carts  

The City of Apopka will provide each customer with a black 95 gallon cart and a gray 64 gallon recy-
cling cart.  You may select a different sized cart, including a 35 gallon cart, for either solid waste or 
recycling according to your individual needs. Additional carts are available for a one-time charge of 
$60.00, with an additional monthly fee of $8.00 per cart. If you would like to select a different size 
cart or have additional carts, you may do so by completing an Automated Solid Waste Collection 

and Recycling System Household Trash and Recycling Cart Selection Form and return it to: The 

City of Apopka, Utility Billing, 150 E. 5th Street, Apopka, FL 32703.  

WHAT IS AUTOMATED COLLECTION?  

Automated collection is a technologically advanced system of solid waste collection.  The system is 
called ñautomatedò because a special truck, equipped with a mechanical/robotic arm, automatically 
lifts and empties special trash containers called ñcartsò, without the driver having to leave the cab of 
the truck Itôs as simple as 1-2-3! 

1 On your regular trash or recyclables collection day, simply place your household trash or recycla-
bles into the appropriate wheeled cart, supplied by the City. 

2 Place the cart with the wheels facing your house.  Your cart must be at least five feet from objects 
(including parked vehicle's, fire hydrants, mailboxes, etc.) on either side and 3 feet from the curb.   

3 Only trash placed in the cart will be collected.  Your cart must be placed for pick-up by 7 a.m. on 
your collection day.   

 CART COLOR ð Remember: household Trash = BLACK   Recyclables = GRAY 

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS  

Can I use another container?  No, only carts issued by the City can be used.  Trash left outside the 
cart will not be collected. 

Do I still need to bag my household trash?  Yes, all trash must be bagged before it is placed in the 
cart.  Bagging helps keep the carts clean and reduces wind blown litter. 

Is my garbage day changing?  No, your household trash day will remain the same.  Please have your 
trash out at 7:00 a.m. on your day of collection.  For your recycle days, please refer to the magnetic 
recycle calendar provided with your cart. 

Why must the wheels face my home?  The automated collection truck cannot turn the container 
around as it picks it up.  Dumping the cart backwards can break or damage the lid.  Carts that are 
facing the wrong way can not be emptied. 

Where should I place my cart for pick-up?  Carts must be placed at least five feet from all obstruc-
tions such as utility poles, fire hydrants, mailboxes and parked cars.  Carts must be within three feet 
of the edge of the road, with the lid opening facing the street. 

If I move do I take my cart with me?  No, the carts are the property of the City of Apopka and must 
remain with the property for the next customer. 

Will the City pickup and discard my old trashcan and recycle bin?  Starting the first week of April:  If 
your normal trash pickup day is on Tuesday, we will pick up old, empty trashcans marked with a 
large ñXò and recycling bins, on Wednesday the 11th and the 25th.

RECYCLING DO’s AND DON’T’s 

Recycling is easy...all recyclables go into the same GRAY cart.  NO MORE SORTING REQUIRED!  
Recycle! Itôs good for the environment and itôs good for Apopka!   

DO . . .  

Follow all instructions on the carts 
Place all newspaper, magazines, junk mail and envelopes in the cart 
Place box board such as cereal, cake and cracker boxes in the cart 
Place paper bags and phone books in the cart 
Place aluminum, tin and steel cans in the cart (rinse first) 
Place glass jars and bottles in the cart (rinse first) 
Place plastic milk jugs and bottles in the cart (rinse first) 
Place cardboard in the cart (Please cut or tear cardboard to fit loosely in the cart) 

DO NOT. . .  

Overfill the cart 
Place garbage in with recyclables 
Place yard waste in the cart 
Place hazardous materials (automobile fluids, garden chemicals, paint products or cleaners) in the 
recyclables cart.  To find the nearest hazardous waste collection facility, call the Orange County 
Solid Waste Hotline at 407-836-6601.  

Rules to Remember About Automated Collection  

All trash and recyclables must be placed in the cart issued by the City of Apopka.  Trash left outside 
of the cart will not be collected.   
Household trash must be bagged before being placed in the cart.
