BE ON THE LOOKOUT FOR PEOPLE AT THE ENTRANCES asking you to sign the petition to 
amend the Piedmont Lakes Restrictions and Covenants.  The current Restrictions and Cove-
nants are 20 years old and technology has come a long way in developing new materials for 
fencing, roofs, and other energy saving modifications to our homes.
